Here are your brackets and attachment straps-

The brackets are shown here as if you are looKitigesleft
hand/near side of your vehicle. Please note tleafirtmt
brackets are taller, and are shaped to follow litygesof
your roof. (This arrangement keeps your bars palralithe
road surface so that when you put large sheetsatémal
up there, your van will neither try to take off rdrive you
into the road- both of which are known in enginegtierms
as ‘bad’.)

When you get up on top of your vehicle you'll fisdme
black plastic covers in the roof, beneath eachlatiwis a
threaded hole; or, if the van has had a rack fiprediously
then sometimes these blanks- designed to keepdhthar
out- can be missing. In either caB& EASE note-

Be sure to check that the threads are clean and feerunning because you really don’t want to snap adit off in
there - ideally, you should be able to run a bolti and out with your fingers- do not use more than dint of
0il/WD-40 etc or you still run the risk of hydraulic action snapping the bolt- and, any bolt can be spped if over-

tightened!

Depending on your vehicle the brackets attach wiither M6 or M8 x 16 bolts and spring washers gpbed. So with
the taller brackets at the front and with theéko’ stickers facing outwards (this will ensure thatk bracket is in the
right orientation, and passers-by will see whene lyought such a fabulous product) crack on angbfir brackets.
Once the spring washer is flat and the brackest@agped moving around, you're tight enough and goagb.

You can probably see what is coming next- lay ywans across the tops of your brackets, makingyauere happy
that they are evenly positioned left and right, potlyour attachment strap over the top of thekatawith an M6 bolt
and a washer on the top, and a washer and a Nytamnrthe bottom. Tighten these until the strapspadibwn and
securely nips the bar and no further- you don'ttwarbe bending your bracket.



LS Sets-

Load Stop sets are fitted as above with the addafahe bolt-on load stops; these can be positi@serequired and
secured with an M6 coach bolt with a washer eadh, sind a Nyloc nut. Tighten this just enough s tie sides of the
load stop grip the bar sufficiently, and no furti@lease notethe sides of the load stop will bend inwarddtéelion

tightening- this is normal.
