RS & FS 3 bar with roller sets for-

Thank you for choosingiko Designroof bars — we aim to produce a no-nonsense ptaduall you will need to
install your bars are two spanners- 13mm and 10enmm Allen key and a means to safely work at afodable
height above your van without falling off.

When you get up there you'll find some black plastings screwed in the roof, beneath each of whialthreaded
hole.

If the van has had a rack
fitted previously then

sometimes those plastic
blanks- designed to keep th
weather out of the threads- :

can be missing. In either

casepe sure to check that
the threads are clean and
free running because you
really don’t want to snap a
bolt off in there. Ideally, you should be able to run a bolt in antwith your fingers.

Here are two of your brackets- (Please note- foackets are supplied, fixing in the front and neaunt positions. The
middle mounts on your vehicle are not used)

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The brackets attach with M8 x 16 bolts and sprirghers as
supplied, using the appropriate sized hole in thtéon of the
bracket itself. So with the brackets arranged ahaide as
shown and with theAiko’ stickers facing outwards (this will
further ensure that each bracket is in the rigiendation, and
better still, passers-by will see where you bowmgith a fabulous product) crack on and fit your kege Once the
spring washer is flat and the bracket has stoppmdng around, you're tight enough and good to go.




You can probably see what's coming next- lay yaoss bars across the tops
of your brackets, drop a U-bolt over the top thtotige holes and run the M¢
Nyloc nuts most of the way home- don't tighten thieitty yet though as first
we need to add the longitudinal bars. (Plain forcte&omers and with the
raised sides on the FS set)

Again, the longitudinal /

- bars are very
straightforward- they bolt
into the ends of the cross
bars with an M8 x 16 bolt

with a spring washer.

(Please note, any
additional M6 holes in
your side mounts are not
used for this set)

Put one longitudinal in place with the barest nigtlee bolts- this will begin
to align the cross bars...

...and fit the roller at the back as you install tileer side.
The bearings are made from self-lubricating Nylotro
(graphite impregnated nylon) and need no additional
lubrication.

By now you should have the whole rack loosely asdedhand it's time to have a walk around admiriogry
handiwork and giving it a nudge here and therd exgrything lines up nice and squarely and loblespgart. Once
you're happy with the position and fit it's finaltime to tighten everything up. When tightening théolts be sure to
stop just as the bars are nipped- if you bend egthners of the bracket at all, you've geveey too far- aim for no
more than 10nm torque.

Make sure everything is secure and don'’t forgefite your rack periodic spanner-checks over thé wexek or so just
in case it needs any settling down and that’s é;swggest a nice cup of tea at this stage.
