Thank you for choosingiko Designroof bars — we aim to produce a no-nonsense praduall you will need to
install your bars are two spanners (13mm and 10amd)a means to safely work at a comfortable heibbve your

van without falling off.

Here are your brackets-

The brackets are shown here as if you are lookitigealeft
hand/near side of your vehicle. Please note theatrtmt
brackets are taller, and are shaped to follow libgesof
your roof. (This arrangement keeps your bars pralthe
road surface so that when you put large sheetsait#al
up there, your van will neither try to take off ravive you
into the road- both of which are known in enginegri
terms as ‘bad’.)

When you get up on top of your vehicle you'll fisdme
black plastic covers in the roof, beneath eachhi€kvis a
threaded hole. (If the van has had a rack fittedipusly
then sometimes these blanks- designed to keepdhather
out- can be missing.) . If this is the case sure to check

that the threads are clean and free running becausgmu really don't want to snap a bolt off in there.ldeally, you

should be able to run a bolt in and out with yongérs.

Depending on your vehicle the brackets attach aiitier M6 or M8 x 16 bolts and spring washers ggpbed, using
the appropriate sized hole in the bottom of theketitself. So with the taller brackets at thenfrand with the Aiko’
stickers facing outwards (this will ensure thathebiacket is in the right orientation, and pas&gredll see where you
bought such a fabulous product) crack on and fit yawackets. Once the spring washer is flat andbtheket has
stopped moving around, you're tight enough and goagb.

You can probably see what's coming next- lay yaanskacross the tops of your brackets, make suranmbappy that
they are evenly positioned left and right, dropn/duwor A-bolt over the top and do up the M8 Nylags Stop
tightening these just as the bars are nipped-lifhyend up the corners of the bracket at all, yogmeeway too far- so

aim for no more than 10nm torque.

Don't over-tighten- once the spring washer is #latl the brackets are nice and secure, you're gngd.t

Load Stop sets are fitted as above with the adddifdathe bolt-on load
stops; these can be positioned as required andeskwith an M6 coach
bolt with a washer each side, and a Nyloc nut. fEglhhis just enough so
that the sides of the load stop grip the bar sieffitty, and no further.
Please notethe sides of the load stop will bend inwardgtéelion
tightening- this is normal.

Make sure that everything is secure and don’t foi@eive your rack
periodic spanner-checks over the next week orsdnjcase it needs any
settling down on the roof and that's it; we suggestip of tea at this stage.
