When you get up there you'll find black plastic gann the roof, beneath each of which is a thredubdel If the van
has had a rack fitted previously then sometimeseipdastic blanks- designed to keep the weathesfabe threads-
can be missing. If this is the cabe, sure to check that the threads are clean and feerunning because youeally
don’t want to snap a bolt off in there.ldeally, you should be able to run a bolt in antwith your fingers.

M6 or M8 x 16 bolts and spring washers as supplisihg
the appropriate sized hole in the bottom of theketitself.
So with the taller brackets at the front and wité tAiko’
stickers facing outwards (this will ensure thatrebracket is
in the right orientation, and passers-by will séere you
bought such a fabulous product) crack on and fiir ypwackets. Once the spring washer is flat andbtheket has
stopped moving around, you’re tight enough and goagb.

You can probably see what's coming next- lay yagoss
bars across the tops of your brackets, drop a strapthe
top and add the M6 fixings- don't tighten them yulet
though as first we need to add the longitudinas b@®lain
for RS customers, and with the raised sides ofrfheet-
FS shown)

Again, these are very straightforward- they bdio ithe




ends of the cross bars with an M8 x 16 bolt widpeng washer.

Put one longitudinal in place with the barest nigtloe bolts- this will begin to align the crossdar

...and fit the roller at the back as you install tileer side.
The bearings are made from self-lubricating Nylotro
(graphite impregnated nylon) and need no additional
lubrication.

With there only being roof mountings at the frontlaear of
your van, the middle crossbar fits between theitod@gal bars
with the same M8 bolt and spring washer arrangenidop this
into place but again, don't tighten everything yujet.

By now you should have the whole rack loosely asdedhand it's time to have a walk around admiriogry
handiwork and giving it a nudge here and therd exrything lines up nice and squarely and loblespgart. Once
you're happy with the position and fit it's finaltime to tighten everything up. Don'’t over-tightédmough- apply no
more than 10nm torque.

Make sure everything is secure and don't forgejfive your rack periodic spanner-checks over the wexek or so just
in case it needs any settling down and that’s é;swggest a nice cup of tea at this stage.
